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Thanks to ISPA's efforts, Lake James was designated a PUBLIC Seaplane Base in 2012 (01E). As a result, it is NO LONGER
NECESSARY to get private permission in advance to attend this event.

ISPA thanks the State of Indiana's Department of Natural Resources and Department of Transportation for their cooperation in
making this change and opening more Indiana waters to seaplanes.
